• Preschool – 3rd grade:  

o Clean Air Healthy Children introduces preschool through third-grade children to the concepts 
of respiratory health, air quality, and caring for the environment with in-class and take-home 
activities. This guide is also available in Spanish. 

o How Lungs Work poster (front and back) shows the respiratory system and how asthma 
affects the lungs. Also available in Spanish (front and back). 

• 3rd-5th grades:  
o Air, Air Everywhere – Teachers use this guide to teach about the composition of air, what air 

pollution is, where it comes from, and what we can do about it. The ten teacher/parent-led, 
hands-on activities in this guide are aimed at 3rd through 5th grades, but can be adapted for 
other levels. 

o Give Burn Barrels the Boot! – Use this guide filled with background information, activities and 
facts to teach children about open burning, air quality and human respiratory health.  

• 7th-12th grades:  
o Where’s the Air? teachers activity guide that introduces students to the concept of atmospheric 

structure and the formation of ground level ozone.
